This year helping professor Takai as a teaching assistant has been a good experience
for me.

1 feel the students were benefited in many ways by having a native
English speaker in class.

First, I think it was good for the students to have the chance to hear how English is
used and pronounced by native speakers.

Through this, I believe that students
hearing ability improved along with their comprehension.

Second, professor Takai and I decided to break up the class into study groups while
doing exercises from the textbook. I believe this was beneficial for the students to get them
to be more active. In this, the professor and I were able to interact with students in a

smaller setting. They were able to ask questions and communicate with us. Likewise, we
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were able to discuss and explain with them English usage, meaning, and pronunciation.

Third, I feel it is a good idea to get students to interact with foreigners. While many
or most of the students do not get a chance to communicate with foreigners, I think this is
a good opportunity for them to do so. Students not only get a good understanding of the
usage of English; they also get a chance to understand some of the cultural values that lie
behind this usage. This is a very important part of learning another language. The only
way students can gain this kind of knowledge is by interacting with a native.

In conclusion, I feel this has been a good experience for the students. It was also a
very good experience for myself as I was able to communicate with students and make
friends. It was fun for me to be able to explain and help students learn proper usage of
English. Furthermore, the professor I worked with was very good and understanding of my

schedule and responsibilities as a graduate student.
